6. Individual Hospitals and Units

Table 6.1 presents all and first admission rates for individual catchment areas along with their
respective catchment populations. Health board hospitals and units in Tipperary had the highest
rate of admission, at 1,264.8 per 100,000, followed by 5t Loman's Hospital, Mullingar, at 1,237.7
and West Galway Mental Health services, at 1,140.6 per 100,000. Health board hospitals and units
in Cavan/Monaghan had the lowest rate of all admissions, at 270.7 per 100,000. First admission
rates were highest in health board hospitals and units in Waterford, at 419.4 and lowest in
Cavan/Monaghan, at 95.5 per 100,000.

Individual Hospitals and Units

Table 6.2 presents all admission numbers for 2000 and 2001 along with the percentage change.
There was a 5.2% reductionin the number of admissions to health board hospitals from 2002 to
2001, while there was an 8.6% increase in the number of admissions to general hospital psychiatric
units, a reftection of the increasing use of such facilities in the in-patient services,

Diagnosis

Admission rates for schizophrenia were highest in St Loman’s Hospital, Mullingar, at 275.7 per
100,000, followed by Mental Health.Services Sligo, at 275.5 and West Galway Mental Health
Services, at 264.7 per 100,000 (Table 6.3). Health board hospitals and units in Cavan/Monaghan
had the lowest rate of admission for schizophrenia, at 66.3 per 100,000. The North Lee Mental
Health Services had the highest rate of admission for depressive disorders, at 690.1, followed by
health board hospitals and units in Tipperary, at 439.9 per 100,000. Once again, health board
hospitals and units in Cavan/Monaghan had the lowest rate of admission for depressive disorders, at
55.7 per 100,000. Admission rates for alcoholic disorders were highest in East Galway Mentai
Health Services, at 337.2 per 100,000, followed by 5t Loman’s Hospital, Mullingar at 330.0.
Admission.rates-for alcoholic disorders were lowest in hospitals in Cavan/Monaghan, at 15.9 per
100,000.

/. Children’s Centres

Three children’s centres submit annual returns to the National Psychiatric In-Patient Reporting
System (NPIRS). They include Warrenstown House and Court Hall in Dublin and 5t Anne's
Children's Centre, Galway.

There were 61 admissions to children’s centres in 2001 (Table 7.1). Over half of these admissions
were to St Anne's Children's Centre, 25% were to Warrenstown House and. 21% were to Court Hall,
First admissions accounted for 77% of all admissions.

Diagnosis

Depressive disorders accounted for just over one quarter (26%) of all admissions, neuroses
accounted for 23%, while conduct disorders accounted for 15% (Table 7.3).

8. In-patient Census 2001

The Department of Health and Children’s annual end-of-year census of psychiatric hospitals and
units was carried out on 31 December 2001. All hospitals operating under the provisions of the
Mental Treatment Act 1945 were included. Rates reported are per 100,000 population aged 16
years and over.

On 31 December 2007 there were 4,256 patients resident in Irish psychiatric hospitals and units, a

rate of 157.9 per 100,000 population aged 16 years and over (Table 8.1). While this figure appears
to suggest an increase in the in-patient population from 4,230 in 2000 to 4,256 in 2001, the 2000
figure does not include St Edmundsbury or St Joseph’s Inteliectuai Disability Service. This should be
borne in mind when comparing data for both years.

The HRB’s decennial census, carried out on 31 March.2001, returned an in-patient population of
4,321 on the night in question (Daly & Waish, 2002). This is just slightly more than the
Department of Health and Children’s census figure. However, it must be borne in mind that the
end-of-year census carried out by the Department of Health and Children coincides with the
Christmas period and many patients may have been discharged at this time.

There has been a considerable decline in the psychiatric in-patient population over the last 38 years
from 19,801 in 1963 to 4,256 in 2001 (Table 8.2 and-Figure 8.1). This decline.is largely attributed
to the death of older long-stay patients and their non-replacement by new long-stay patients due to
the development of more extensive community psychiatric services and facilities (Daly & Walsh,
2001).

Gender and age

As in previous years, males comprised over half of all in-patients resident on census night (55%), a
rate of 177.6 per 100,000 population. This compares to the female rate of 135.9 per 100,000
(Table 8.3).

One third of in-patients were aged 45-64 years, one quarter were aged 20-44 years, while a further
one fifth were aged 65-74 years (Table 8.4). Seventeen per cent of in-patients were aged 75 years
and over. This group had the highest rate of hospitalisation at 411.4 per 100,000 population, a
reduction on the 2000 rate of 450.9 (Figure 8.2). The 65-74 year age group had the second
highest rate of hospitalisation at 391.9 per 100,000, an increase on the 2000 rate of 352.6. There
was a very slight increase in the rate of hospitalisation for the 16-19 year age group from 21.3 per
100,000 in 2000 to 23.5 in 2001.

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Diagnosis

As with previous years, schizophrenia, depressive disorders and mental handicap accounted for two-
thirds of in-patient residents on census night (Table 8.5). Thirty-seven per cent of residents had a
diagnosis of schizophrenia, a rate of 58.1 per 100,000 population (Figure 8.3), representing little or
no change on 2000. Depressive disorders accounted for 18% of in-patients, a slight increase on the
percentage and rate in 2000. Fourteen per cent of in-patients had a diagnosis of mental handicap,
a rate of 22.0 per 100,000. While this may appear to be an increase in the mental handicap
population from 2000, it must be remembered that the 2000 data do not include St Joseph’s
Intellectual Disability Service in St. lta’s Hospital, Portrane.

Length of stay

Forty-two per cent of in-patients had been in hospital for moré than five years on census night,
representing a long-stay hospitalisation rate of 66.8 per 100,000, a slight increase on the 2000 rate
of 64.4. Over haif (519) of those in hospital for meore than five years were over 65 years of age.
Almost one-third of in-patients were in hospital for tess than three months, representing a
hospitalisation rate of 49.6 per 100,000 population.

Health Board Area

There was wide variation in hospitalisation rates between health board areas with rates ranging from
237.7 per 100,000 in the South-Eastern Health Board to 36.1 in the South Western Area Health
Board (Figure 8.4 and Table 8.1). The Midland Health Board had the second highest rate of
hospitalisation at 181.7, followed by the Western. Health Board at 174.1 per 100,000.

Likewise, there was wide variation in the rate of beds between health board areas. Rates ranged
from 271.7 per 100,000 in the South-Eastern Health Board to 40.0 in the South Western Area
Health Board.,

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9. Community Psychiatric Services

Outpatient clinics

There were 254 outpatient clinics held throughout Ireland in 2001, with a total of 237,667
attendances at these clinics. This represents a rate of 8,819.0 per 100,000 population (Table 9.1).
Return attendances comprised 89% of total attendances, a rate of 7,834.6 per 100,000. In
contrast, there were 13,976 new attendances, representing a rate of 518.6 per 100,000 population.

The Northern Area Health Board had the highest rate of total attendances, at 14,232.6, followed by
the East Coast Area Health Board, at 10,865.7 per 100,000 population. The North-Western Health
Board had the lowest rate of total attendances, at 4,805.5 per 100,000. There was an increase in
the rate of attendances in most health board areas from 2000.

Day Hospitals

There were 63 day hospitals in operation in Ireland in 2001 with a total of 1,145 places (Table 9.2).
This represents a rate of 42.5 places per 100,000 population aged 16 years and over. There was
considerable vaniation in the rate of places between health boards, ranging from 84.8 in the Mid-
Western Health Board to 17.4 per 100,000 population in the Midland Health Board.

The total number of attendances at day hospitals was 191,189, a rate of 7,094.4 per 100,000,
Once again, there were huge variations in the number and rate of attendances between health
boards with rates ranging from 16,289.3 in the Mid-Western Health Board to 3,140.0 per 100,000
in the North-Eastern Health Board. Likewise the rate of persons attending ranged from 1,211.9 in
the Mid-Western Health Board to 69.9 in the North-Eastern Health Board.

Day Centres

There were 2,498 places in 104 day centres in Irefand in 2001 (Table 9.3}, a slight increase on the

rate of places in 2000. This represents a rate of 92.7 places per 100,000 population. The Western
Health Board had the highest rate of places at 190.6, followed by the East Coast Area Health Board
at 148.4 per 100,000. The South Western Area Health Board had the lowest rate of places at 28.8
per 100,000.

There were 395,868 attendances at day centres, representing a rate of 14,689.4 per 100,000
population. Again, the rate of attendances varied widely across health boards, ranging from
32,576.3 in the Western Health Board to 2,914.1 per 100,000 population‘in the South Western Area
Health Board. Likewise, the rate of persons attending varied fram 886.7 per 100,000 in the South
Western Area Health Board to 142.9 in the North-Eastern Health Board.




Community Psychiatric Services

Community Residences

There were 3,077 places in 404 low, medium and high support community residences in 2001
(Table.9.4). This represents a rate of 114.2 places per 100,000 population aged 16 years and over.
High support residences had the greatest number (1,345) and rate (49.9) of places compared to
low (1,109 places, a rate of 41.2) or mediurmn support residences (623 places, a rate of 23.1 per
100,000 population). The number of places in high support residences accounted for 44% of the
total number of places. The North-Western Health Board had the highest rate of places overall at
199.2 per 100,000, followed by the Western Health Board at 197.1. This is in contrast to a rate of
58.6 per 100,000 in the South Western Area Health Board. While the North-Western Health Board
had the highest rate of places in low and high support residences with rates of 84.7 and 110.6
respectively, the Western Health Board had the highest rate of places in medium support residences
at 65.2 per 100,000 population.

There were 1,397 admissions to, and 1,322 discharges from, low, medium and high support
community residences (Tabie 9.5). Admissions to, and discharges from, high support residences
accounted for 61% of all admissions and discharges, while admissions to low support residences
accounted for only 15% of all admissions. The North-Western Health Board had a particularly high
number of admissions to, and discharges from, high support residences with 221 admissions and
214 discharges. This contrasts with five admissions and five discharges for medium support
residences for the same health board area.

The North-Western Health Board had the highest rate of total admissions to community residences
at 194.0 per 100,000, followed by the Western Health Board at 139.6 and the Northern Area Health
Board at 102.2 (Table 9.6). This contrasts with a rate of 5.5 and 9.0 per 100,000 in the South
Western Area and the Southern Health Boards respectively. The North-Western Health Board had
the highest rate of admission to low (47.9) and high (142.9) support residences, while the Western
Health Board had the highest rate of admission to medium support residences at 40.3 per 100,000,
The South Western Area Health Board had the lowest rate of admission-to both low (0.5) and high
support residences (1.8), while the North-Eastern Health Board had no admissions to medium
support residences.
